The teacher will participate in faculty meetings, student assessments
and the artistic life of the Center, while working closely with the other instrument teachers to ensure a
coherent and high-quality educational programme. The successful applicant may also have the opportunity
to perform in concerts with fellow faculty members and invited guest musicians as part of the Center’s
artistic activities.

The successful applicant will contribute to the artistic and educational life of the Barenboim-Said Center
for Music and support its mission of providing high-quality music education to young musicians in Palestine.
